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Award-Winning Author Garners Another Award Nomination
Agatha-winner G.M. Malliet short-listed for the Anthony Award
ST. PAUL, MINN. — Agatha Award-winning author G. M. Malliet, of Alexandria, Va., has been named a finalist for the 2010 Anthony Award in the category of “Best Paperback Original,” for her work Death and the Lit Chick. 
The Denver Post called Death and the Lit Chick, “an absolutely delicious skewering of the world of mystery publishing and its none-too-savory denizens, wittier and more skillfully constructed than her Agatha Award-winning Death of a Cozy Writer.” In a starred review Booklist said, Lit Chick is “a real find for old-school mystery fans,” and Publishers Weekly matched Booklist’s starred accolade, calling the book a “superior second cozy.”
The Anthony Awards are literary awards for mystery writers presented at the Bouchercon World Mystery Convention since 1986. Other nominees for the Anthony Award for “Best Paperback Original” are: Bury Me Deep by Megan Abbott (Simon & Schuster), Tower by Ken Bruen and Reed Farrel Coleman (Busted Flush Press), Quarry in the Middle by Max Allan Collins (Hard Case Crime), Starvation Lake by Bryan Gruley (Touchstone), and Air Time by Hank Phillippi Ryan (Mira).

The winners for the Anthony Awards will be announced at a ceremony during the 41st Bouchercon World Mystery Convention, in October, in San Francisco.  

Winner of the Malice Domestic Grant (Death of a Cozy Writer), G.M. Malliet attended Oxford University and holds a graduate degree from the University of Cambridge. Malliet's first novel Death of a Cozy Writer won the 2008 Agatha Award for Best First Novel, and won a silver medal for the Independent Publishers Awards (IPPY) in the Mystery/Suspense/Thriller category. The book was chosen by Kirkus Reviews as a Best Book of 2008, nominated for a Left Coast Crime award (the Hawaii Five-O for best police procedural), short-listed for the Macavity Award (Best First Mystery), nominated for the Anthony Award (Best First Novel) and was a finalist for the David G. Sasher, Sr. Award (Best Mystery Novel). 
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
