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AGATHA AWARD-WINNING LOCAL AUTHOR GARNERS MORE NOMINATIONS AND A WIN 

G.M. Malliet’s Death of a Cozy Writer short-listed for the Anthony and Macavity Awards; 

wins an Independent Publisher Book Award silver medal
ST. PAUL, MINN.— Agatha Award-winning debut author G. M. Malliet, of Alexandria, Va., has been nominated for a 2009 Anthony Award in the category of “Best First Novel,” and a 2009 Macavity Award in the category of “Best First Mystery,” for her work Death of a Cozy Writer. The same title garnered a silver medal in the category of “Mystery/Suspense/Thriller” for the 2008 Independent Publisher Book Awards (IPPYs).
Nancy Pearl, NPR commentator and author of Book Lust, said, “G. M. Malliet’s Death of a Cozy Writer is a delightful homage to the great novels of Britain’s Golden Age of Mysteries.” Kirkus Reviews raved about Malliet’s debut, telling audiences that the novel will “keep you guessing until the dramatic denouement.” Kirkus later chose it as a Best Book of 2008.
The IPPYs, launched in 1996, are designed to bring increased recognition to titles published by independent authors and publishers. Winners were announced in mid-May, and will receive their award at BookExpo America at the end of the month.

The Anthony Awards are literary awards for mystery writers presented at the Bouchercon World Mystery Convention since 1986. Other nominees for the Anthony Award for “Best First Novel” are: Pushing Up Daisies by Rosemary Harris (Minotaur), Stalking Susan by Julie Kramer (Doubleday), The Girl With the Dragon Tattoo by Stieg Larsson (Knopf), and Child 44 by Tom Rob Smith (Grand Central).
The Macavity Awards are a literary award for mystery writers. Nominated and voted upon annually by the members of the Mystery Readers International. Other nominees for the Macavity Award for “Best First Mystery” are: Finding Nouf by Zoe Ferraris (Houghton Mifflin Harcourt), The Girl with the Dragon Tattoo by Stieg Larsson (Knopf), Calumet City by Charlie Newton (Simon & Schuster), An Innocent Client by Scott Pratt (Onyx), A Carrion Death by Michael Stanley (Harper; Headline), and The Blood Detective by Dan Waddell (Minotaur).

The winners for the Anthony and Macavity Awards will be announced at a ceremony during the 40th Bouchercon World Mystery Convention, in October, in Indianapolis, Ind.  

G. M. Malliet worked as a journalist and copywriter for national and international news publications and public broadcasters. Winner of the Malice Domestic Grant (Death of a Cozy Writer), Malliet holds a graduate degree from the University of Cambridge, the setting for the series. The second novel in the series, Death and the Lit Chick, released in April, has already received accolades from Publishers Weekly and Booklist.
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
